Opening Remarks (Steve Viviano)
· Steve Viviano welcomed everyone to the meeting.
Babe Ruth (Bill Queen)

· Carlos Gil reported that a new control box was installed at the Majors Field to run the scoreboard.  Thank you to Brian Bocek for installing this new box for the league.

· Carlos Gil also reported that Brian Bocek will be rewiring the control box at the Babe Ruth Field.

· Carlos Gil mentioned that he has not been leaving game baseballs in the Majors concession stand because they tend to disappear when left there.  Carlos has instead been supplying them for games as needed.

· Southington North’s ASAP Safety plan has been approved.  The Board thanked Kon for his excellent plan submission.

· It was reported that there has been only one injury report received to date for the 2010 season.

· John Rogalski has provided Southington High School with the names of this year’s 3 Bator Scholarship winners.
· John Rogalski has prepared letters for Steve Viviano to present to the Bator Scholarship winners at SHS Awards Night.
· John Rogalski filed Special Games Forms with Maryellen Holden at District 5 for the Minor League All-Star Game and the 12-Year Old Graduate Game.  Both events have been approved.
· John Rogalski mentioned that he will file Special Games Forms for the Mill Foundation Event and for the Minor League clinic that will take place prior to the commencement of all-star play.
· John Rogalski will also be filing the post-season charter during the month of May.
New Business

· Bill Queen suggested that we make the Bator scholarship process blind next year by whiting out the names of the candidates on their paperwork.  The Board agreed that this is a good suggestion.

· Steve Viviano has contacted an individual to come adjust the lights at the Majors Field so that overall visibility will improve during night games.  

· Steve Viviano reported that Southington North was awarded one bracket of the 9-10 District 5 tournament.  Steve also mentioned that District 5 expects that we will supply free hot dogs to all players and managers after each game.

· Bill Petit (the President of Berlin Little League) made a recommendation at the April District 5 meeting to split the 12-year old bracket into 3 separate pools this year instead of two.  Each team in District 5 would play every other team in their bracket and then participate in a round robin double elimination tournament within their bracket.  It isn’t clear how a District 5 Champion would be crowned.  This will be explained at the May District 5 meeting and will be voted on at that meeting.

· Steve Viviano recommended that we introduce an All-Star Commitment Form prior to all-star selection to ensure that the players who fill our post-season all-star teams are available to fulfill the time commitment required for all-star play.  Any player that wishes to be considered for all-star play would have to communicate their vacation plans in writing on the form.  Any player that will be away for more than three days between June 15th and the end of the all-star season (including both the District 5 Tournament and any subsequent tournament) will not be eligible to be voted onto an All-Star Team by the Majors managers as a “top nine” selection.  However, any player that will be away for more than 3 days will be eligible to be voted onto the list of players that All-Star Managers will use to finalize their rosters.  This motion was passed by the Board.

· Bob Borkowski proposed that SNB run a Minor League clinic at the end of the season and use the clinic as an opportunity to evaluate which players would benefit the most from participation in the Forestville and Yalesville tournaments.
