Overview of Divisions for players league age 5-11

T-Ball: For players league age 5 and 6. A basic introduction to baseball. All players play in
the field on defense and hit off of a tee on offense.

A: Intended for players league age 7 and 8 with a few exceptions. All players play in the field
on defense, and hit pitches from coaches on offense. Some introduction to pitchers, catchers,
3-out innings, and other basic advancements. Some game days will include skills clinics run by

coaches from older teams.

AA: Intended for players league age 7, 8, and 9. 7 year old players that wish to play in AA

must participate in evaluations on Saturday, March 20. Players play positions on defense and
pitchers and catchers are used. Games consist of 3-out innings with some limitations.

AAA: Intended for players league age 9, 10, and 11 with a few exceptions. 8 year old players
will not be trying out for AAA for the 2011 season. Games will be played under Little League
rules with a few limitations. No standings are kept, but there will be an after season
tournament.
